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The Journey of the
Asiatic Society

The Jour ney

he Asiatic Society, Kolkata is the oldest institution of learning in
India and has made a seminal contribution in the revival of Indian
history and heralding its renaissance. It was founded by Sir William
Jones, a revered philologist and scholar of Anglo-Welsh descent on
15 January, 1784 in a meeting held at the Grand Jury Hall of the
Supreme Court, Calcutta.

Sir William Jones (1746-1794) joined the Calcutta Supreme Court as
a Puisne Judge in 1783. It was Sir Jones's idea to set up a regular
organisation for Oriental studies. Warren Hastings, the then Governor
General, himself was deeply interested in Indian classical languages
and literature. A group of Company officials were also quite actively
involved in oriental studies. Therefore Jones's idea was implemented
very easly.

On 15 January, 1784, thirty such interested Europeans met in the Grand
Jury Room of the Supreme Court at Cal cutta and adopted the proposal
of Jones for founding the institution, “The Asiatick Society”.

“The Bound of investigations will be the geographic limits of Asia,
and within these limits its enquiries will be extended to whatever is
performed by man or produced by nature” — a statement contained in
the Memorandum of Articles of the Asiatic Society was prepared by
Sir William Jonesin that historic meeting. Thus began the long journey
of the Asiatic Society, Kolkata.

Early Days

William Jones became the first President of the Society and continued
in this position until his death in 1794. Warren Hastings was the first
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Patron of the Society. Since then the position of
the Patron was held by the Governor General and
after independence by the Governor of West Bengal.
Initially, the Society only had European citizens as
its members. It was in 1829 that Indians were
allowed to be a part of the Society. In 1885,
Rajendralala Mitra became the first Indian President
of this organisation. During the early years of
establishment, the organisation functioned without
a building. After the government granted it land in
1805, its official building was built by 1808. The
present building of the Society was constructed at
the same site in 1961 and inaugurated by former
Indian President Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan on
22 February, 1965.

The name of the Society underwent several changes
during the last two centuries such as the Asiatick
Society of Bengal (1832-1935), The Royal Asiatick
Society of Bengal (1936-1951) and in July 1952 it
came to be known as the Asiatic Society.

Vision & Mission
The main objectives of the Society are:

e toorganise, initiate and promote researches
in Humanities and Science in Asia,

e toestablish, build, erect, construct, maintain
and run research Institutions, reading rooms,
museums, auditoriums and lecture halls,

e to organise lectures, seminars, symposia,
discussions, meetings and award of medals,
prizes and scholarshipsin furtherance of the
objectives,

e to acquire, finance or publish any
periodicals, books or other literature that the
Society may think fit for the promotions of
its objects;

With the march of time, the Asiatic Society had to
expand its range of objectives and consequently the
area of research. Of course it has not gone beyond
the basic mandate issued by its founder Sir William
Jones that it would work with “what is performed
by Man and produced by Nature.” This mandate is

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being fully adhered to till now, consistent with the
requirements of ever-expanding centre in human
knowledge in modern times.

The Asiatic Society has played the pioneering and
most crucial role in discovering India’s past. The
great Indologists and Orientalists like William
Jones, Charles Wilkins, H T Colebrooke, B H
Hodgson, Francis Wilford, Samuel Davis, H H
Wilson, James Prinsep had created their intellectual
marvels at the Asiatic Society,

The Society has been also a great repository of the
cultural heritage of the Country and the Society has
been engaged for the last more than 200 years in
disseminating the cultural heritage based on its
resources by way of acting as a great centre of
valuable manuscripts and other documents.

Institute of National Importance

In many ways the Asiatic Society has been the
mother institution for the growth and development
of many major academic institutions in this country
like the School of Tropica Medicine, the Indian
Museum, the Geological Survey of India, the
Archaeological Survey of India, the Zoological
Survey of India, the Botanical Survey of India, and
so on and so forth.

In recognition of the Society’s importance and its
immense contribution in all fields of arts and
sciences, Government of India recognised the
Asiatic Society as an Institution of National
Importance by an Act of Parliament during its bi-
centenary year in 1984. With the enactment of the
Asiatic Society Act of 1984, the Government of
India took over the responsibility of providing the
required financial support for its maintenance and
development in future. At present, the Society is
an Autonomous Organisation under Ministry of
Culture, Government of India

Governance

The Society is registered under West Bengal
Societies Registration Act, 1961. It is a members
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society. The Administration, direction and
management of affairs of the Society are vested in
a twenty members Council elected by the members
of the Society. Election is held every two years.
The learned Council members are primarily experts
of different academic disciplines. Besides, there are
four nominees of the Govt. of India, one nominee
of the Government of West Bengal and one
Representative of the Asiatic Society Employees
Union in the Council. The Council meets
mandatorily once a month. There are several
Standing Committees which help the Council in
implementing its mission. Also there is a Planning
Board of the Asiatic Society which advises it with
respect to the planning and implementation of the

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developmental programmes of the Society.
Similarly, a Standing Financing Committee
consisting of Central Govt, State Govt and Council
nominees to advise the Council on all matters
having financial implications.

The Journey continues ....

In her inaugural speech at the Bi-Centenary
Celebration of the Society at Kolkata on 11t
January, 1984, Smt. Indira Gandhi, the then Prime
Minister of India told, “Some Institutions reflect
history and some contribute to it. This Society has
done both.” Till now, the Society has been carrying
forward its programmes in all fronts for achieving
its targets.

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t al started in March 2020. Before that, in China from November

1919 sporadic reports of the incidence of the disease, which has
subsequently been named as Covid 19, were coming. Nobody outside
China took it seriously. But beginning from March 2020 the disease
started spreading in different countries of the world. And the disease
started expanding in an electrifying speed. Some have called it
‘globalization’ of atotally different type. Earlier, in the second half of
the 20" century, if it was globalization of economy, now it is
globalization of the disease - Covid 19. Some prefer to call it as just
not a disease but the most catastrophic incidence in human history. As
on 1% June, 2021 as the worldometer data show, 222 countries of the
world have been affected by the disease. Over 17 crores of people the
world over have been affected so far and a staggering number of more
than 35 lakh, sixtyfour thousand have succumbed to the dreaded disease
so far.

The Historical Experience

Such catastrophic diseases have affected people and societies earlier
aso. For example, as early asin 5" century B.C. in Athens in ancient
Greece, the plague epidemic broke out killing as estimated 75000 to
100000 people. The famous Athenian scholar, Pericles, died from the
Plague. Again, during the medieval period, in the 14" century
particularly from 1347 to 1351 the Plague resurged in its deadliest
form, known as the Black Death in Europe. Also known as Bubonic
Plague, having its origin from zoonotic sources, this epidemic travelled
a wide area from East to Europe and increase with the increased
movement of people due to intensification of trade and commerce. In
1361-62 the Plague returned to England causing the death of around

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20 percent of its population. After this, the Plague
continued to return intermittently throughout the
14" and 15" centuries. The last outbreak in England
occurred in 1665-66 known as the Great Plague of
London which killed an estimated 100000 people -
almost a quarter of London’s population — in 18
months. Ancther epidemic - known in history as
‘Spanish Flu' —though its origin and major outbreak
was not in Spain — occurred from 1918 to 1919
overlapping World War | and estimated to have
killed, somewhere between 20 and 50 million
people worldwide. Some estimates put the number
of death in this deadliest pandemic to as high as
100 million. It is interesting to note that the word
‘Quarantine’ has come from this source as the
number of people affected by the disease were not
allowed to embark on reaching the shore and they
were confined in a ship named as Quarantine.

India’s Historical Experience

India was not immune from this periodic outburst
of Plague which occurred in a major way towards
the end of the 19" century. When Vivekananda and
Nibedita took a major role in serving the people
afflicted by Plague at that time, this was known as
the first humanitarian effort to fight against the
disease. Interestingly this effort on their part as well
as the effort of the colonial rulers to vaccinate the
people met with stiff opposition from the people.
The epidemic occurred again in Indiain 1918 when
there was an estimated casualty of 18 million
people. A Report released by the Sanitory
Commission in 1918 documented that al the rivers
of the country, including the Ganga, was clogged
up with dead bodies. Is history repeating itself now
as far as the disposal of the dead bodies are
concerned?

More than the Plague, the incidence of Cholera and
Malaria were far more frequent and were far more
deadliest in its effects. Thereis no reliable statistical
figure but estimates have been made that 1/3 of
the people of rural Bengal had been liquidated
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owing to these diseases. In village after village
people developed the habit of fleeing away from
those affected by the disease. In some extreme
cases, family members also |eft the dying man aone
and left the place. Is this part of the history also
repeating itself?

The Epidemic now —the Extent and | ntensity

Compared to the earlier epidemic occurrences in
human history, the present ‘Covid 19" outbreak is
far more serious, far more devastating and far more
extensive and intensive. While the earlier figures
of death and affliction due to the epidemic, were
largely hypothetical as no scientific census was
prevalent - in the present day worldwide data on
the disease is accurate and scientific — though there
are some complaints of suppression of figures
relating to affliction and death — for example, in
India. Till 1st of June, 2021, people afflicted by
the disease throughout the world have exceeded 17
crores and 14 lakhs whereas number of death has
exceeded 35 lakhs. And this, inspite of the best
efforts of modern scieince and technology to fight
out the microscopic virus causing the devastation.
At the initial stage, paradoxically, the developed
countries and the urban areas were affected more
than the developing ones but this has been
compensated more in the second stage where the
developing countries as well as the rural areas in
those countries have also been equally affected.
Some data on the point may be mentioned. As on
1% June, 2021 the following are the figures : US-
afflicted 34.15 crores, died 6.09 lakhs, U.K. 44.37
lakhs afflicted and died 1 lakh 27 thousand; France
afflicted 56.17 lakhs, died 1 lakh 9 thousands; Italy
afflicted 42.17 lakhs, died 1 lakh 26 thousands;
Germany afflicted 36.90 lakhs, died 89.2 thousands,
Russia afflicted 50.81 lakhs, died 1.21 lakhs. Among
non-European countries, Brazil was the most
affected with 16.66 crores being afflicted and 4.63
lakhs being dead. It is only recently in the second
wave, that India has surpassed Brazil and has
occupied the inglorious second position.

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The Horrible situation in India

The absolute number of people being afflicted and
dead are no less terrible in India. In fact, Indiais
in a second position, second only to the U.S. as far
as the effect of pandemic is concerned. The total
number of persons affected by the disease in India
upto date are : over 2 crores 80 lakhs being afflicted
and more than 3 lakhs 50 thousands people being
dead. As on the international plane on the national
plane also the disease has spreaded all over India
Though there is wide variation in the nature of the
spread of the disease state wise, and within a state,
region wise, yet there are some statesin Indiawhere
the situation is extremely grave. States ranking high
within this category are Maharashtra, Karnataka,
Kerala, Tamilnadu, Uttarpradesh, Delhi, Andhra
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh etc. West Bengal is also
within the category of high rank so far as the spread
of the disease is concerned. More important, there
is a quick suffling of position among states over
time regarding their ranks — indicating that no state
is beyond danger. The north-east region for example
which were relatively free at the initial stage are
now quickly coming up and the disease isincreasing
at an alarming date there too. In such a grim
situation, it is a poor consolation that compared to
India’s vast population, the per capita figures
relating to death (CFR) is low compared to many
other developed countries.

The Second Wave

Beginning from December 2020 when the rate of
growth of the disease started declining leading the
government to ‘unlock’ the economy and hoping
to restore the ‘new normal’ situation, suddenly, the
disastrous ‘second wave' started from April 2021
and engulfed the whole of the country in a
lightening speed. The disastrous impact of the
second wave can be judged by the fact that India
added in May, 2021 only, 90 lakh new Covid cases
with 1.2 lakh new deaths. Compared to this, in the
US, the worst month was in December 2020 when
65.3 lakhs new cases were being added there.

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Earlier, the world record of daily addition in new
cases was held by the US when it added 3.3 lakhs
per day but India surpassed this record when in May
2021, the daily addition skyrocketed to more than
4 |akhs per day. Happily this situation has now
come down to 1.2 lakhs additions per day but even
in this situation, India has the first position in its
record of daily addition. India's Covid ordea in
May 2021 was the worst witnessed in any country
for any month since the beginning of the pandemic
both in terms of absolute number of cases and
fatalities.

Dry Satistics do not Reveal Human Misery

At theinitial stage of the pandemic last year, when,
in Italy, an average of 800 people were dying
everyday, the world public opinion shuddered. But
little did we comprehend that in India, at one point
of time, the per day fatality would rise to 4500.
Though this has now come down to 2500, yet this
is aso a shattering news. In West Bengal, at the
height of the disease last year, the fatality rate
increased to 62 per day, but in May 2021 it
increased to 183 (28" May). Now that it has come
down to 120 per day. Is again a poor consolation.

In the case of these disastrous developments, how
is the government responding? And how are the
people responding? For one thing, in the face of
the Covid 19 phenomenon the world over, the myth
of the ‘minimum government, maximum
governance' has been shattered. State and Public
agencies are now accepted as the only saviours to
the situation. The response of the government in
India has been extremely inadequate. Admittedly
there was a huge challenge for the government to
deal with this situation but how could we accept
the fact that thousands of people would die, as they
did, merely because of the lack of oxygen support.
And that too, after one year after the onset of the
pandemic? Vaccines have now been discovered but
where is the government’s vaccination policy? That
there was no coordinated thinking on vaccination
policy affecting millions and millions of people

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would become evident from the following
governmental policy outlines on vaccine eligibility.
Thefirst such declaration was made on 16.1.21 that
only the frontline workers including the Army and
the medical officers would be entitled to receiveit.
It was changed on 1.3.21 through which anybody
above 60 and 45+ with comorbidities would be
entitted. On 1.4.21 it was extended by including
al those above 45 in spite of comorbidities. The
5" change was made on 1.5.21 when 15-44 age
group was included and a distribution policy of 50%
(centre) 25% (state) and 25% (private) was
stipulated. The final change has been made on
21.6.21 when 75% free vaccination (centre 50%,
state 25%) was declared with private bodies having
the rest 25% share. Sometime earlier, it was also
stated that state can procure vaccines from the
international market but this was an utter failure.
In a country like the US, not only are vaccines
provided free of cost, but there is a cash incentive
for vaccines for designated sections of population.
In the wake of the spread of the disease, not only
that it did not take any preventive measure but being
guided by ulterior motives it encouraged political
congregations and religions gatherrings. When, at
the outset of the pandemic, the government clamped
nationwide indefinite lockdown with a 4 hours
notice, it remained callously insensitive to
thousands and thousands of migrant labourers
working across the boundaries of states all over
India. That resulted in deaths for hundreds of them
and untold misery for the rest. The government had
no policy for providing relief to millions of
unorganized workers who lost their livelihood
overnight.

But in spite of the above shortcomings, government
has come in a big way to deal with the situation.
Hospitals are overcrowded and it is now difficult
to get bed but once you are admitted, you got
everything free of cost. Private sector hospitals and
nursing homes have also come in a big way but the
cost is exorbitant and beyond the reach of the
ordinary men. And as it happens in such cases,
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taking advantage of the helpless condition of the
people, thereis fleecing all around from ambulances
to hospitals to medicines to burning ghat. An all
round atmosphere of fear is lurking over the whole
society — the fear that if one is afflicted, he may
die unsung and unnoticed — from treatment centres
to burning ghats.

A few more disturbing features of the second wave
of the pandemic in India may be mentioned. a) A
total of 2.27 crores of people in India have been
affected by the disease in April and May of which
more than 1 crore have been affected in May. b) In
April and May atotal of 169000 people have died
whereas in the whole of the previous 1 year 163000
people had died of the disease; ¢) whereas in the
previous 1 year the disease was mainly confined to
urban areas, during the second wave it has engulfed
rural areas aso; d) One estimate shows that between
1% and 7" May the age group comprising 18-40
years of age constituted 49.70% of the affected
people. It shows that whereas in the first phase, it
was mainly the elderly people who were affected,
in the second phase, a comparatively large number
of people belonging to younger generation has been
affected. And many of them have succumbed to the
disease. One estimate shows that due to the
epidemic, 9346 children have been orphaned. There
is a forecast of the impending 3¢ wave where
children may also be affected.

Effects on Economy, Society and Education

But more important than the statistical figures
relating to the spread of the disease is its impact
on the psychological, social and economic level as
well as its impact on the microlevel of human
perception and interhuman relations. While space
will not permit me to analyse the cumulative impact
of these at the macro level including its immediate
and long term fall out, | can now briefly add some
quick comments on my part.

At the level of the economy, the sudden declaration
of total lockdown which continued for about 9
months, had a devastating impact on every sector
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of the economy. Transport, manufacturing,
hospitality and tourism sector as well as the
informal sector employing millions of people.
Thousands of people were crippled resulting in a
loss of job for those engaged in these sectors. In
the first three quarters of 20-21, the GDP fell by
23 percent compared to the previous year - the
highest fall in GD.P. among all the countries of
the world. The final estimate for the whole of the
FY 20-21 shows that in quarter 4, the GDP grew
by 1.6 % but shrank 7.3 % in the whole financial
year. The widespread device of local lockdowns
since April this year, after the onset of the second
wave would surely affect adversely, the details of
which are not yet available. The CMIE Report
shows that between April to May 2021 the total
loss of job has been more than 2.5 crores escalating
the unemployment rate by 3.9 percent. This
situation is likely to go more adverse in the coming
months. The ‘work from home’ device which has
been resorted to by a huge number of private sector
employees and the IT sector, is unavoidable but it
has resulted in additional strains for these
employees including loss of work environment, no
defined working hours and no defined work |oad.
But as the employers are nhow saving huge
establishment cost because of this, thisis likely to
continue even after the end of the pandemics.
Meetings, seminars, workshops are now being held
on line. Under the circumstances, it is now
unavoidable but it misses the vitality and wormth
of the face to face interaction modes.

How the poor have been affected by the spreading
epidemic has been revealed by the recent data on
escalating medical bills which have pushed crores
of Indians into poverty. Out of pocket health
spending has forced at last 55 million Indians into
poverty. Experts everywhere agree that government
support in health care can be a safetynet that
protects people who are otherwise pushed to
poverty because of medical bills. It is irony that
out of pocket (OOP) medical expenses are much
lower in developed countries as compared with the
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developing world. Among the countries with the
most covid cases, France has the lowest OOP
medical expenses of 9% while India has the highest
at 63%. In Turkey, Germany, the U.K. and the U.S.
OOP expenses are less than 20%. Again, within
India also, there is a marked disparity, as people
in the poorest states bear a greater burden of their
medical expenses compared with people in more
industrialized states.

The insufficient and inefficient public health
expenditure has led the Economic Survey of India
in 2020-21 to comment. “The hedth of a nation
depends critically in its citizens having access to
an equitable, affordable and accountable health care
system.” The survey estimated that an increase in
public spending on health care from 1% to 2.5 —
3% of GDP can reduce private expenditure from
65% to 30% of overall healthcare spending.

The yearlong corona epidemic has had a devastating
impact on the whole education system in our
country. And it has further intensified the ‘digital
divide' in our country. Schools, Colleges and
Universities all over the nation have remained
closed. Libraries, Laboratories and Research
Institutions, Medical Colleges are non-functional.
IITs, IIMs Technology Colleges are shut down.
Research projects are discontinuing. No doubt many
of them are functioning through virtual mode. On
line education and on line examinations are being
resorted to by most of them. In fact, the entire
educational system is being run today through this
virtual mode. But two things are to be kept in mind
regarding this. Virtual mode and on line system of
education can be a supplementary tool but it can
never replace the face to face mode of teaching.
Students who are undergoing this system already
feel bored and are becoming inattentive. The
difficulty is not only on the student’s side but many
of the teachers are ill-equipped to deal with the
methodological and technological issues associated
with this mode of teaching. And then, what about
the practical classes, hands on training, clinical
training or workshop experiences? With written
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examinations being off this year for 2.6 crores of
students throughout the country, the nation is till
to get an answer for an alternative and efficient
mode of assessment for those students.

A more important and serious issue is the question
of digital divide existing in our country. The vast
majority of educational institutions and students run
by the government have very poor infrastructural
support. Necessary technical knowledge is lacking,
instrumental support like android system or
computers are non-existent, internet support in the
countryside is lacking and the cost of operating the
system can hardly be bourne by them. This has
given rise to neo-illterates, particularly amongst the
marginal sections of population.

In a study on the ‘Loss of learning during the
pandemic’ where data on 16067 school children in
437 government school across five states, it was
found that 42% of students from Class Il to Class
VI have lost at least one specific foundational

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ability in languages that they may have acquired in
previous years. The corresponding figures for
Mathematics is 82%. In another finding of the
Centre for Science and Environment (CSE), it was
noted “the Covid 19 pandemic has severely exposed
India’'s health care system. While the abysmal state
of preparedness in urban India has been in the
limelight, a more distressing scenario is emerging
from the rural hinterland”. Noting that India
accounted for every other new Covid 19 case and
every third death reported globally in the month
May 21, it further pointed out “what escaped
everyone's notice is that every second new case and
deaths reported from India in May was from the
rural districts. This means that every fourth case
reported in the world that month was from rural
India’.

As if these are not enough, scientists are telling us
about the impending third wave! The specter of
Covid 19 is haunting the whole world even now.

Colleagues and Friends of the Asiatic Society, | feel honoured in

being able to place before you the Annual Report of the Asiatic Society
for the year 2020-2021.

You will kindly remember that we began the period of our report
(April 2020 onwards) under a terrific constraint with the declaration
of national LOCKDOWN (since 25.03.2020) which was thrust upon
allover due to the monstrous effect of the global infliction of COVID-
19. This ever powerful virus has jerked the world socially,
economically, politically as well as psycho-culturally cutting across
all latitudinal and longitudinal divides. The net impact of ‘isolation’,
‘distancing’, ‘quarantine’ etc. have created a new and unforeseen world
altogether.

After the initial shock and setback we slowly rolled back to pick up
our academic and other activities primarily by using modern
technological mode of communication and the related means. The
election of the new Council of the Asiatic Society for the year 2020-
22 was put on hold. Therefore, as per the Regulation of Society, the
old Council continued to function. The 236th Annual General Meeting
and Award Giving Ceremony had got to be postponed. The Monthly
Bulletin and the Quarterly Journal of the Society were first published
online since April, 2020. The Publication and other administrative
activities continued basically by ‘working from home' till UNLOCK
ORDERS were issued in phases by Central and State Governments in
June 2020 onwards. All the information is available in our Monthly
Bulletins, which were subsequently published in physical mode along
with the journal and other important books etc. The Council and the
other Committee Meetings were also held online.

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In retrospect, while looking back a revelation
encircles every common mind. Put together they
are constant pains in the immense loss of life,
fractured minds with enormous anxieties, forced
distancing and social desertion and so on and so
forth. Cumulatively they have impacted diverse
categories of human groups in every conceivable
manner in al parts of the world. The range of all
these negative factors notwithstanding people of all
strata tried to evolve their adaptive strategies in
order to continue their living as meaningfully as
possible within the given limitations. We gradually
started organizing Council and other Committee
meetings since December, 2020. In the meanwhile
the earlier postponed election process of the new
Council for 2020-2022 was completed and the new
Council of the Asiatic Society took over the charge
immediately after the Annual General Meeting held
on 04.01.2021.

The brief of our academic activities during this
period (most of which were organized online) are
already mentioned in the Sectional Reports
appended. They include various Panel Discussions,
Endowment Lectures, observance of Special Days
or Occasions (such as World Environment Day),
Exhibitions and publications like Monthly Bulletins,
the Journal and occasional memoirs. Some of the
publications were also released online. This apart,
research projects were being carried out by both
in-house Research Fellows as well as External
Scholars. The varieties of subjects of all these
academic activities are in line with the mandate of
the Society and also cover major thrust areas
identified and recommended by the Peer Review
Committee (2011) and endorsed by the Planning
Board.

The major academic achievements of the period
were completion of all the committed programmes
with regard to the 150th Birth Anniversary of
Mahatma Gandhi and Bi-centenary of Pandit Iswar
Chandra Vidyasagar. These activities included
National and International Seminars, Special
Lectures and a number of very important
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publications (kindly see from the sectional reports).
In addition to this, the 238th Foundation Day was
also observed in a befitting manner, being attended
by Shri Jagdeep Dhankhar, the Hon' ble Governor
of West Bengal as well as Patron of the Asiatic
Society. He was accompanied by the First Lady
Smt. Sudesh Dhankhar. Foundation Day Oration
was delivered by Professor P. Mgumdar, National
Science Chair, Government of India and Founder
Director, National Institute of Biomedical
Genomics, Kalyani, also Emeritus Professor of
Indian Statistical Institute, Kolkata. Professor
Majumdar talked on Genes as a Guide to Human
History and Culture which was appreciated by all.
On this occasion our recent publication Saraswati:
The River Par Excellence was released by Dr.
Swapan Dasgupta, Hon' ble Member of Parliament
(Rajya Sabha). Both the Hon' ble Governor and Dr.
Dasgupta spoke highly about the various academic
activities of the Society in recent years. Due to the
prevailing situation of restrictions related to the
pandemic factors the Award Giving Ceremony for
the year 2019 could not be held. The awardees have
been informed and arrangements are being made
to reach the Awards to the Awardees by post or
courier services or otherwise. Initiatives were taken
to organize the lectures of the various L ectureships
that were awarded to eminent persons for the year
2019. Some of them have already been delivered
online.

The Society decided to observe 125th Birth
Anniversary of Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose
suitably. The beginning has been made through
arranging two lectures. One was organized online
on 23.01.2021, delivered by Shri Girish Maiti, a
dedicated researcher on Netaji and the other was
organized in physical mode at the Society’s Salt
Lake campus on 30.01.2021. The second lecture
was delivered by Professor Amal Kumar
Mukhopadhyay, Former Principal of Presidency
College, Kolkata. The subject of discussion was
Mahatma Gandhi and Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose:
Their Mutual Discourse.
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We began the observance of Bi-centenary of Dr.
Rajendralala Mitra, the first Indian President of the
Asiatic Society in 1885 on the occasion of his
birthday. This was organized on 15th February,
2021. We have planned to observe this important
event in a meaningful manner during the coming
months.

Friends, let me reiterate that the new Council is

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Major Resolutions Adopted
and Items Reported in
the Council during
April 2020-March 2021
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Council Meeting held on 29" May, 2020

nder Agendaitem no 1, the Genera Secretary reported the members

that the office remained closed from 24" March, 2020 due to the
prevailing pandemic situation and only essential services were
maintained therein. He informed the members that the academic
committee meeting could not take place in the month of March, 2020
and the meeting of the Council which was supposed to be held on 27"
March, 2020 was postponed. He also reported that due to the prevailing
pandemic situation the Society was not in a position to hold any sectional
meeting including the Council meeting during the month of April, 2020.
Further, he apprised the members that during this period the employees
had worked from home and a number of publications including monthly
bulletins for April 2020 and May 2020 were made on digital platform.

The Council noted the facts.

Council Meeting held on 30" June, 2020

The Council approved with a decision to display the names of the
recipients of different Medals, Plaques and L ectureships of the Asiatic
Society for the year 2019 on the website of the Society and also to
publish them in Society’s Monthly Bulletin.

Council Meeting held on 30" July, 2020

1. The Council noted the facts and accepted the following
recommendations made by the Committee constituted for
examining the proposal of introduction of NPS for the employees
of the Society:

i. The Registration process for implementation of National
Pension Scheme (NPS) in the Asiatic Society, Kolkata may
be initiated and completed at the earliest.
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ii. For employees who have joined in the
month of July 2020, including
subsequent new joiners, their NPS
contributions may be retained and the
accumulated amount may be deposited
in their NPS accounts after enrolling
them following completion of the NPS
registration process.

iii. For those employees of the Society,
who have joined on or after 01.01.2004
[i.e. date of introduction of NPS by the
Government of India], they will have
to switch over from EPF (through exit
from EPF Scheme) to NPS with a cut-
off date to be determined later after
completion of the NPS registration
process.

iv. For those employees of the Society,
who have joined before 01.01.2004
[i.e. date of introduction of NPS by the
Government of India], they will be
given an option between joining NPS
taking exit from EPF or to continuein
the EPF Scheme with the condition
that the EPF Wage ceiling limit of
Rs.15,000 will be applicable while
calculating the employer’s contribution
to EPF. A cut-off date for exercising
the option and consequent changes will
be fixed on completion of the NPS
registration process.

v. Efforts areto be made to complete the
entire process within the current
financial year (i.e. 2020-21) and till
such switch over between EPF and
NPS takes place, status quo may be
maintained in respect of employer’'s
contribution to EPF.

The Council noted the communication vide
no F.N0.20-15/2019-A& A dated 19.07.2020
received from A& A Section of the Ministry
of Culture for taking immediate action on
certain issues relating to proposed revision

of Recruitment Rules of the Society and
decided:

i. To constitute a committee for
examining the Ministry’s proposal of
abolishing the posts which are lying
vacant for more than 5 years and
making necessary recommendationsin
this regard.

ii. To send the proposal for revival of the
posts which are lying vacant for more
than 2 years and less than 5 years to
the Ministry immediately.

iii. Tofill upimmediately the posts which
are lying vacant for less than 2 years
in accordance with the existing
Recruitment Rules of the Society.

iv.. To convene a meeting of the
Committee already constituted for
framing the Recruitment Rules for the
employees of the Society to make
necessary justification of conversion of
various posts as sought by the Ministry
in the said communication.

v. To constitute a Committee for
exercising necessary review of
manpower requirement of the Asiatic
Society, Kolkata in the present
scenario keeping in view of its
functional requisite.

The Council also authorized the General Secretary
to constitute the Committees mentioned in (i) and
(v) above and decided to include one or two experts
from the Ministry in the Committee mentioned in
(v) above.

Council Meeting held on 28" August, 2020

1

The Council reviewed the latest position
following the Communication to the
Ministry of Culture vide Resolution to
Agenda ltems No 2 and 9 of the minutes of
the meeting of the Council held on 29th
May, 2020 as well as the appeal made by
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the Council on 04.08.2020 to the Hon'ble
Minister of Culture, Govt. of India, Shri
Prahlad Singh Patel. The appea was made
on the following grounds:

i. Inresponseto the Ministry of Culture's
directive vide No F. No. 20-5/2015-
A&A (Part) dated 23.07.2020, the
Council requested for the constitution
of aHigh Power Committee consisting
of the Representatives of the Ministry
of Culture, the Council of the Asiatic
Society, the employees of the Society
and one or two external experts, who
should review the entire matter relating
to the extension of service up to 65
years for the employees who joined
before 01.12.1998 (vide. Clause 6 of
By-Law V1.B and SR 18 of the Service
Rules) and suggest some concrete
measures in order to resolve this old
issue with a reasonable approach;

ii. The Council requested the Ministry of
Culture not to act in a haste without
providing some alternative means
including consideration of Pension for
the employees who will be otherwise
affected very badly; and

The Council emphatically expressed to
maintain status quo specialy during
the prevailing pandemic situation
which has already affected all sections
of the employees in many ways and
therefore not to push them into further
financial hardship.

A few minutes before the meeting, the Council
received Ministry’s observation by email in this
regard that the matter is under consideration to the
higher authority in the Ministry and the decision
will be informed to the Society in due course. In
this background, the Council unanimously decided
that pending the receipt of communication from the
ministry it will maintain the status quo so far the
issue of extension of service up to 65 years for the
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employees who joined before 01.12.1998 (vide.
Clause 6 of By-Law VI1.B and SR 18 of the Service
Rules) is concerned, specially keeping in view the
existing pandemic situation. This condition of
extension has been continuing for long and therefore
the present Council do not consider it judicious to
take an abrupt step unilaterally specially under the
pandemic situation without having any alternative
protective measures. This will further push the
employees into a hard crisis. Even the Hon'ble
Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modiji expressed
very clearly on a number of occasions to ensure
that the working people are not affected adversely
during this COVID-19 phase.

In view of the above, the Council unanimously
decided not to discontinue the matter of extension
right now before evolving some alternative
protective measures including consideration of
pension scheme for the employees. Under the
circumstances, the Council further decided to allow
the cases of extension of four employees which
were deferred during the Council meeting of
30.07.2020 and aso to grant two applications of
extension which were received by the office for
consideration in the meeting of 28.08.2020. The
Council authorised the General Secretary to take
necessary action in this regard expeditiously.

Council Meeting held on 29" September,
2020

1. The Council decided to organize all the
endowment lectures in virtual mode and to
hand over the Medals/Plaques to the
recipients either in person or by post
according to the situation.

The Council re-nominated Professor Kunal
Ghosh, Ph.D. D.Sc. FNA, alife member and
Fellow of the Society in the Council of the
Indian National Science Academy for the
year 2021.

Under any other item, the General Secretary
reported that he had written a letter to the
Chairman of the Election Committee for the
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election of the office bearers and other
members of the Council of the Asiatic
Society for 2020-22, expressing the concern
of the members raised in the Monthly
General Meeting for the month of
September, 2020. The Chairman in his reply
reiterated the apprehension of the existing
pandemic situation and imposed limitation
on the part of the members physical
presence for casting their votes at the
Society’s premises as per the existing
Election Regulations. In the meanwhile, the
Administrative Officer of the Society, who
is required to provide necessary
administrative support and logistics, had
also some discussions with the Chairman
in this regard. He had also pointed out about
the current availability of the administrative
staffs, who are attending office maintaining
the roster and other limitations.

Council Meeting held on 24" November, 2020

Approved the Annual Accounts of The
Asiatic Society, Kolkata for the year 2019-
20 and authorized the General Secretary to
make arrangements for undertaking the
audit and certification of the accounts by
the Office of the Director General of Audit,
Central, Kolkata.

While the Council members of the Asiatic
Society cannot defy the obligatory directives
issued by the Ministry of Culture, Govt. of
India on 23.07.2020 and 07.12.2020
according to the existing Regulations and
Bye-Laws of the Society so far the age of
retirement of the employees is concerned,
they cannot ignore altogether the
responsibility of dispensing with recent
representations addressed by the
Employees' Union to the Hon' ble Minister
of Culture on 10.08.2020, the Secretary of
the Ministry of Culture on 10.12.2020 and

to the General Secretary of the Asiatic
Society on 22.12.2020, which justifies the
cause of continuation of their extension of
services as per the Bye-Laws of the Society
as well as non-availability of pension and
medical benefits after retirement.
Simultaneously, the appeal of the Council
addressed to the Hon’ble Minister of
Culture dated 04.08.2020 has not ceased its
relevance for the reason that without
thinking for or providing with some
alternative package stopping of the existing
benefits forthwith, it will appear to be
simply inhumane, specially in the prevailing
pandemic situation. Moreover, when the
system has run uninterruptedly for a pretty
long time since 1984, to change it overnight
requires discussion, persuasion and a
workable solution to be arrived at by the
participation of all the three involved
stakeholders e.g. The Ministry of Culture,
Govt of India , the Council of the Asiatic
Society as well as the Employees of the
Asiatic Society. Therefore, the Council
strongly feels and reiterates to its earlier
appeal to the Ministry of Culture for
constitution of a High Power Committee in
public interest to look into the matter from
all possible angles in order to find out a
way to get out of this current impasse. This
will facilitate the smooth functioning of this
heritage institution and to fulfil its given
mandate and committed academic
programmes for which it has earned and has
been receving appreciation from the
academia of not only in this country but also
from abroad.

The Council requests the Ministry of
Culture, Govt of India seriously to re-
examine and to re-consider its already
issued directives and pending a reasonable
solution, the Council proposes to extend the
cases prayed for during the month of
December, 2020 up to 31.03.2021 following
the existing norm. The Council also requests
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the Ministry of Culture to take up
expeditiously the issue of extending
pensionery benefits for the employees of the
Asiatic Society [which seemsto be long due
as per the correspondences of the Society
with Ministry of Culture since 2000] at par
with other similar organizations under
Ministry of Culture, Govt of India.

Under any other item, with the permission
of the Chair, the General Secretary reported
that Shri Jagdeep Dhankhar, the Hon'ble
Governor and Patron of the Asiatic Society
has kindly consented to be present on the
occasion of 238th Foundation Day of the
Society to be celebrated on 15th January,
2021 at Vidyasagar Hall from 11:00 am.
onwards. The General Secretary also
informed the members that on this occasion
Professor Partha P. Majumder, Founding
Director of National Institute of Biomedical
Genomics and the President of Indian
Academy of Sciences will deliver the
Foundation Day Oration and he requested
all the members to be present on this
occasion.

The General Secretary also reported that
236th Annual General Meeting of the
Society will be held on 4th January 2021
following all the security norms relating to
COVID 19 and the meeting will be streamed
live on the face book page of the Society.

The Council decided to adopt Medical
Expenses Reimbursement Scheme for the
outpatient medical treatment of the
employees of the Society and their eligible
dependent family members w.e.f.

Under this scheme, expenses
incurred in outpatient medical treatment on
the advice of Registered Medical
Practitioners will be reimbursed at Central
Government Health Scheme [CGHS],
Kolkata rate, 2014 following the norms
specified therein. The Council further
decided to frame and circulate a detailed
guideline for the purpose.

Under Any other item, Dr. Ramakrishna
Chatterjee, Publication Secretary of the
Society requested the Council to observe the
200" birth anniversary of Rgja Rajendralala
Mitra, a polymath and the first Indian
President of the Asiatic Society throughout
the year in a befitting manner.

In the words of Sir William Jones, “It will flourish, if naturalists,
chemists, antiquaries, philologers and men of science, in different parts
of Asia, will commit their observations to writing and send them to
the Asiatick Society at Calcutta; it will languish, if such
communications shall be long intermitted; and it will die away if they
shall entirely cease.” The Society has been publishing original and
noteworthy books and articles to maintain its glory and high academic
standard as in the past, and the Society is known to the world of
learning for its being the first publication house in the country.

Two statutory committees, viz., Publication Committee and
Bibliotheca Indica Committee recommend articles, communications,
book-reviews for publication in the Journal of the Asiatic Society and
manuscripts for publication in book form in different series, viz.,
Bibliotheca Indica, Monograph, Seminar & Public Lecture,
Catalogues & Bibliographical Works etc. and some under
Miscellaneous publications.

The Asiatic Society publishes books in the above-mentioned series,
besides Journal, Monthly Bulletin and some booklets on different
occasions.

During this period (01.04.2020 — 31.03.2021) 17 titles of books,
four issues of the Journal of the Asiatic Society, ten issues of the
Monthly Bulletin, and two numbers of other publications including
booklets have been published.

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Library

he Library of the Asiatic Society with its long glorious history of

two hundred thirty-seven years is the most important component
of the Society. The Library is enriched with a vast collection of books
and journals apart from manuscripts and artifacts sated for Oriental
Studies. Its importance lies not in numerical strength but in its rich
and unigque content.

The holding consists of more than 1,33,564 books and 1,09,000 bound
volumes of Journals in different European, Sino-Tibetan, Russian,
South Asian, Persian, Urdu, Arabic, Pali, Prakrit, Bengali, Sanskrit
and other Indian languages. The library of the Society offers
bibliographic and documentation services to scholars pursuing research
in different branches of study and belonging to different parts of India
and abroad. The reading room equipped with books, periodicals,
microfilm and microfiche is open to readers from Monday to Friday
between 9.45 am. to 7.00 p.m. and on Saturday from 10 am. to 5.00
p.m. User services through the internet and e-mail have also been
successfully rendered from time to time. Computerized index of the
articles published in the Journal of the Asiatic Society is also consulted
by the readers. The activities of the Library are planned and monitored
by the Library Committee set up by the Council. Efforts have been
made by the library of the Asiatic Society to deliver the level best
services to the users during the pandemic period of COVID-19.

The Library was physically open to Readers
& Scholars of India & Abroad for 185 days
and served 1067 readers.

257 books have been accessioned and 367
books have been processed in different
languages and different subjects.

Library subscribed to 378 issues of journals.
The library received 109 issues of journals
on exchange and 47 issues of journas as
Gift during the period.

1067 readers used the Library. 517 books
were issued to the users and 1173 books
were returned by them.

Exhibitions on various topics are frequently
organised as a part of various seminars and
conferences organised by the Society from time to
time. To felicitate dignitaries on their visit to the
Society, exhibitions showcasing the treasures of the

journals, photographs, documents etc. emphasizing
the rich and varied resources of the Library. During
the pandemic period of COVID 19, following
colloquium, webinars and exhibitions both virtual
and physical displays of books & journals were
arranged which were highly appreciated by the
scholars and media

Digitization:

The Society is planning to boost up the Digitization
Programme of its rich collection. Under the in-
house digitization programme, a total of 125
manuscripts have been digitized and metadata of
more than 1219 documents (including books and
manuscripts) have been created. To expedite the
work of digitization, awork order for the 1% Phase
of Digitization [11,397 manuscripts (approximately

15,00,000 pages)] has been issued to the best value
bidder and the work will start soon.

Digital Archive:

The digital archive of the Society has been
revamped and 542 manuscripts, 585 microfiche
collection materials, 425 books have been uploaded
to the internal server of the society. Presently, the
archive is available only on the LAN of the Society
premises.

Digital Library:

A Digital Library has been set up on the 3rd Floor
in the newly constructed building of the Society at
Salt Lake. The content of the digital library
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comprises Asiatic Researches (1788-1839),
Gleaningsin Science, all volumes of Journal of the
Asiatic Society, Yearbook, all books in Bibliotheca
Indica Series, Memoirs etc. Readers from the Salt-
Lake area visit and access the digital library as per
their needs.

Web OPAC:

Web OPAC is active. The database is being updated
regularly. It is being utilized very well by the
members of the society as well as by the external
researchers and scholars for searching catalogue
entries. Extensive use of OPAC was done by
scholars around the globe during the pandemic
period and reference services were provided on
basis of their demands.

Library Automation:

As a part of Library automation, six trainees were
appointed on a purely temporary basis and were
engaged in entering data in the Libsys package for
full cataloguing and other allied work. Data for
3015 vols. of books have been entered in LibSys
by the Library Trainees from September 2020 to
March 2021. Datafor 526 vols. of books have been
entered by the staff of the Library during the period.

Physical Sock Verification of Library
Books:

The work of physical verification was started in
September 2019 with the help of the barcoding of
books. As on 31% March 2021, the total number of
print books verified was 32,390.

Circulation:

The automated circulation system is maintained side
by side with the manual circulation system.
Collection Development:

Procurement of books and journals as per budget
provision has been achieved. For the selection of

Museum

The Museum of the Asiatic Society is a repository
of priceless & unique collection of manuscripts in
different languages and scripts. A good number of
catalogues published by the Asiatic Society both
Descriptive and Tabular which are remarkable deeds
of the study and research of manuscripts.
Manuscripts collection of the Society is varied and
rich and covers most of Indian languages and
scripts. The total number of manuscripts now
possessed by the Society in its Museum is over
50,000. The manuscripts are deposited under
different collections viz, Indian Museum Collection,
Govt. Collection, Society Collection, New Society
Collection, R.K. Dev Collection, Hodgson
Collection, Islamic Collection. The oldest
manuscript possessed by the Society is
Kubjikamatam of 7" century A.D. written in
Gupta Brahmi Script.

Except for Manuscripts the Museum & Manuscript
Section of the Asiatic Society also possesses old
coins in various metals, inscription inscribed on
Copper Plates and 78 valuable oil-paintings, mostly
portraits. Many of these were painted by Robert
Home, Joshua Reynolds, Guido, Daniell etc. The
famous paintings that are housed in this Museum
are of Cleopatra, A Ghat at Benaras, Cupid asleep
on the cloud, Warren Hastings, John Dewitt,
Wellesley and Infant Christ.

Sculptures both in stone and metal in the possession
of the Asiatic Society are rich in respect of number
and historical importance. Among these, the
Brahma, material-Black Basalt Stone, Period 12
C.A.D., Vishnu, material- Black Basalt Stone,
Period 11" Century A.D., Brass statue of Dhurm
Raja, (at present, this statue is in Bhutan) 1864,
Ashokan Rock Edicts from 250 BC are some of
the rare of this objects of the museum.

The Museum also possesses a large number of
survey maps drawn by British surveyors in the 18"
& 19" century. Some remarkable maps reflect the
change of socio-political, economic & cultural
scenario of India

In addition, the Museum of the Asiatic Society
preserves a large number of Old letters and Rare
Books some of which date back to 1784, just after
the Society was founded.

Conservation

The Conservation Laboratory of the Asiatic Society
has been preserving and restoring rare books,
manuscripts, plates, maps, etc. Since 1984 with
special care and devotion. The functions of the
division are highly technical and works are being
donein precision to avoid damage. The skilled and
professionally trained staff of this division is
capable of performing a wide range of treatments
on bound materials including medieval manuscripts
and old and rare books.

Reprography

Reprography is the reproduction of graphics through
mechanical or electrical means such as photography
or xerography. The Reprography section of the
Asiatic Society, is entrusted with the work of
photocopy, digitization and general photography.

Later the project was extended in order to
cope up with the modern technology.
Digitization work is carried out with the
help of one ‘Bookeye 2', one ‘Bookeye 4
scanners and digital camera. During the
period the section prepared 1,960 exposures

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of The Asiatic Society,
Kolkata (Society), as at 31 March 2021, the Income & Expenditure
Account and Receipts & Payments Account, for the year ended on
that date under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller and Auditor General’s
(Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971, read with
Section-5(2) of The Asiatic Society. Act, 1984. These financial
statements are the responsibility of the Society’s management. Our
responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements,
based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the
Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG) on the
accounting treatment only, with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting
standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law,
Rules and Regulations (i.e. Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported
through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing
standards generally accepted in India. These standards require
that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
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material misstatements. An audit includes
examining, on a test basis, evidence
supporting the amounts and disclosures in
the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles
used and significant estimates made by the
Management, as well as evaluating the
overall presentation of financial statements.
We believe that our audit provides a
reasonable basis for our opinion.

Based on our audit, we report that:

We have obtained all the information and
explanations, which, to the best of our
knowledge and belief, were necessary for
the purpose of our audit;

The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure
Account and Receipts & Payments Account
dealt with by this report have been drawn
up in the format prescribed by the Ministry
of Finance, Government of India

In our opinion, proper books of accounts
and other relevant records have been
maintained by The Asiatic Society, Kolkata,
as required, insofar as it appears from our
examination of such books.

The Society made payment towards
‘Security and House Keeping Charges'
(%5.76 lakh) and ‘ Electricity Charges' (30.99
lakh), pertaining to the month of March

of showing it as Prior Period Expenses.

Despite similar observations having being
highlighted in the previous year’s Audit
Report, the Society did not take necessary
steps in the following cases:

‘Rent Receivable’ and ‘Subscription
Receivable’, amounting to ¥46.66 lakh and
%20.62 lakh, respectively, need to be
reviewed, because they are being
accumulated year after year.

The Society has not made provisions for
retirement benefits on actuarial valuation
basis, in contravention of Accounting
Standard IS issued by ICAL

The Society had booked an amount of
28.88 lakh under the head ‘Advance
payment of Journal Subscription’. The
amounts incorporated therein have,
however, been lying unadjusted since the
last two to five years. This needs to be
reviewed.

The Society is financed by grants received
from the Government of India. During the
financial year 2020-21, it received grants
amounting to ¥18.53 crore. In addition, the
previous year's unspent balance was 31.01
crore. During the financial year 2020-21, it
spent ¥22.07 crore, thereby incurring excess
expenditure of ¥2.53 crore, which was met
from its Internal Resource Generation.

Net Effect

The net effect of the comments given in the
preceding paragraphs is that the Deficit
(being the excess of Expenditure over
Income) was understated by ¥30.40 lakh,
for the year ended 31 March 2021.

Management L etter

Deficiencies which have not been included
in the Audit Report have been brought to
the notice of the General Secretary, The
Asiatic Society, Kolkata, through a
Management Letter, issued separately, for
remedial/corrective action.

A. Adequacy of the Internal Audit system

The Internal Audit System is not adequate,
on the account of following:

i. No Internal Audit Manual is in use.

ii. Thereisno Internal Audit wing in the
Society. The activities of the Society
are being audited periodically, through
the Internal Audit wing of the Ministry
of Culture. No such audit has,
however, been conducted, since the
audit for the financial year 2016-17.

Adequacy of the Internal Control
System

The Internal Control System of the Society
is not adequate in the following areas:

i. Theorganizational chart of the Society
does not clearly indicate the allocation
of duties and responsibilities of its
officials and employees.

ii. Its head of accounts are not coded.

iii. The Society does not have a proper
mechanism for adjustment of long
pending advances, paid to its staff and
other persong/ entities.

iv. The Society is not maintaining either
a Bill Register, or an Expenditure
Control Register.

v. Cash disbursement is being allowed
out of the cash receipts of the Society.

vi. Cheque protectors are not being used.

vii. No schedule of dates has been
prepared in regard to recurring
payments, such as E.P.F, TDS,
Telephone Bills, Electricity Bills etc.

viii. There is no Centralized Purchasing
system in place.

iXx. No norms have been fixed in regard
to stock levels to be held for different
consumable stocks, to ensure that the
stock levels can be maintained
accordingly.

System of Physical verification of Fixed
Assets and Inventory

The Society is not maintaining a ‘Fixed
Assets Register’. Further, no physical
verification of the ‘ Fixed Assets’ (including
inventories) was conducted during the
financial year 2020-21.

Satutory Liabilities

The Society booked an amount of ¥ 0.37
lakh undtlr the head ‘ Statutory Liabilities’,
which have been shown as having been due
since the financial year 2014-15. This
amount, being more than seven years old,
needs to be reviewed.

'Rent Receivable’ and ‘Subscription
Receivable’, amounting to ¥ 46.66 lakh
and ¥ 20.62 lakh, respectively, need to be
reviewed, because they are being
accumulated year after year.

The Society has not made provisions for
retirement benefits on actuarial valuation
basis, in contravention of Accounting
Standard 15 issued by ICAI.

a) The Receivables have been accounted in
uniform pattern on year to year basis. The
Accumulated balances will be reviewed
and necessary action will be taken
accordingly.

b)  Since the payment of Retirement benefits
comprising Gratuity and Leave
encashment are made on cash basis and
provided in budget on year to year basis,
no such provision is made in FY 2020-
21

Moreover, the Society is fully funded by the
Government of Indiaand it has no corresponding
investments / own funds to meet the payment of
Retirement benefits of the employees, hence no
such provision is made in the books of accounts
of the Society for the year 2020-21.

The Society had booked an amount of
% 28.88 lakh under the head ‘Advance
payment of Journal Subscription’. The
amounts incorporated therein have,
however, been lying unadjusted since the
last two to five years. This needs to be
reviewed.

Lakh instead of ¥ 28.79 lakh (¥ 3042/- prior to
2016-17,% 19,84,939/- for 2016-17, X 8,90,887/-

The Society is financed by grants received
from the Government of India.

During the financial year
2020-21, it spent I 22.07 crore, thereby
incurring excess expenditure of I 2.53
crore, which was met from its Internal
Resource Generation.

The Utilization Certificate (U.C) of Grants-in-aid
of ayear are prepared on the basis of Receipts &

case, 2020-21) and advance payments for
activities of that year (in this case, 2020-21) which
are reflected through Receipts & Payments
Account gets incorporated as Utilization of
Grants-in-aid in the Utilization Certificate of the
corresponding year. This has been practiced
uniformly.

Net Effect

The net effect of the comments given in
the preceding paragraphs is that the Deficit
(being the excess of Expenditure over
Income) was understated by I 30.40 lakh,
for the year ended 31st March 2021

The suggestions of the Audit have been noted.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. Accounting Convention

The financial statements of accounts are prepared under historical cost convention, in accordance
with the applicable Accounting Standards in India and on the accrua method of accounting,
unless otherwise stated.

2. Inventory Valuation

a) The closing stock of Publications of the Society has been valued on the basis of print price
of the publications, keeping uniformity with that of previous year.

b) Conservation & Preservation Materials have been valued at cost.
3. Investments

Deposits with Banks in the form of TDRs (Fixed deposits) are stated at cost. Interest accrued on
such deposits but not due at the year end is shown separately in Balance Sheet under “Loans,
Advances & Other Current Assets’.
