Bengali Indologists in The Asiatic Society

Mahua Sarkar
Former Professor, Department of History, Jadavpur University

Through the contributions of pioneering Bengali Indologists, this paper explores
the intellectual transformation of The Asiatic Society from a colonial enclave of British
Orientalism to a thriving centre of indigenous scholarship. While Sir William Jones
formed the Society in 1784, the admission of Indian members in 1829 signalled a
paradigm change in the approach to Indology and South Asian studies. The towering
figure of Raja Rajendralala Mitra, the Society’s first Indian President, is at the centre of
this research. His meticulous use of epigraphy established the foundation for scientific
historiography. Through the discovery of Haraprasad Shastri, recovery of the Charyapada
redefined the Bengali language’s antiquity. This paper traces the development of a kind
of ‘Nationalist Indology’. The study examines the field’s diversity, ranging from the
archaeological and anthropological syntheses of Ramaprasad Chanda and Akshay
Kumar Maitreya to the iconographic and numismatic standards established by
Nalinikanta Bhattasali and Radhagovinda Basak. Additionally, the paper emphasizes
the significance of Chandranath Bose in philosophical discourse and Kishori Chand
Mitra in social history. Abdul Karim (Sahitya Visharad), whose revival of medieval
puthis and the writings of poets like Alaol incorporated the Muslim literary legacy
into the larger Bengali identity. This paper argues that these Bengali scholars not
only supported colonial research in The Asiatic Society but also reclaimed their own
heritage, turning Indology into a tool for cultural resilience and national self-discovery.

For example, it does this by documenting the work of Dinesh Chandra Sen
in folk traditions and the administrative leadership of early pioneers like
Ram Comul Sen. In the light of post-colonial studies, the contribution of
these scholars can be interpreted as the exposure of India to the world
through a complicated process of acculturation keeping The Asiatic
Society at the centre. At the same time, these processes transformed
these knowledges within the realm of political expediency and
effectivity. In reality, the interaction between the Bengali pundits
and European scholars ultimately led to the creation of a

wider knowledge-domain in Indology.
