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The Journey of
The Asiatic Society

The Journey

The Asiatic Society, Kolkata is the oldest institution of learning in
India and has made a seminal contribution in the revival of Indian
history and heralding its renaissance. It was founded by Sir William
Jones, a revered philologist and scholar of Anglo-Welsh descent on
15 January, 1784 in a meeting held at the Grand Jury Hall of the
Supreme Court, Calcutta.

Sir William Jones (1746-1794) joined the Calcutta Supreme Court
as a Puisne Judge in 1783. It was Sir Jones' idea to set up a regular
organisation for Oriental studies. Warren Hastings, the then
Governor General, himself was deeply interested in Indian classical
languages and literature. A group of Company officials were also
quite actively involved in oriental studies. Therefore Jones’s idea
was implemented very easily.

On 15 January, 1784, thirty such interested Europeans met in the
Grand Jury Room of the Supreme Court at Calcutta and adopted
the proposal of Jones for founding the institution, “The Asiatick
Society”.

“The Bound of investigations will be the geographic limits of Asia,
and within these limits its enquiries will be extended to whatever
is performed by man or produced by nature” — a statement
contained in the Memorandum of Articles of the Asiatic Society
was prepared by Sir William Jones in that historic meeting. Thus
began the long journey of the Asiatic Society, Kolkata.
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Early Days

William Jones became the first President of the
Society and continued in this position until his death
in 1794. Warren Hastings was the first Patron of
the Society. Since then the position of the Patron
was held by the Governor General and after
independence by the Governor of West Bengal.
Initially, the Society only had European citizens as
its members. It was in 1829 that Indians were
allowed to be a part of the society. In 1885,
Rajendralala Mitra became the first Indian President
of this organization. During the early years of
establishment, the organization functioned without
a building. After the government granted it land in
1805, its official building was built by 1808. The
present building of the society was constructed at
the same site in 1961 and inaugurated by former
President of India Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan on
22nd February 1965.

The name of the Society underwent several changes
during the last two centuries such as The Asiatick
Society (1784-1825), The Asiatic Society (1825-
1832), The Asiatic Society of Bengal (1832-1935),
The Royal Asiatic Society of Bengal (1936-1951)
and in July 1951 it came to be known as The Asiatic
Society.

Vision & Mission
The main objectives of the Society are :

® to organize, initiate and promote researches
in Humanities and Science in Asia,

® to establish, build, erect, construct, maintain
and run research Institutions, reading rooms,
museums, auditoriums and lecture halls,

® to organize lectures, seminars, symposia,
discussions, meetings and award of medals,
prizes and scholarships in furtherance of the
objectives.

e To acquire, finance or publish any
periodicals, books or other literature that the
Society may think fit for the promotions of
its objects;
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With the march of time, the Asiatic Society had to
expand its range of objectives and consequently the
area of research. Of course it has not gone beyond
the basic mandate issued by its founder Sir William
Jones that it would work with “what is performed
by Man and produced by Nature.” This mandate is
being fully adhered to till now, consistent with the
requirements of ever-expanding centre in human
knowledge in modern times.

The Asiatic Society has played the pioneering and
most crucial role in discovering India’s past. The
great Indologists and Orientalists like William
Jones, Charles Wilkins, HT Colebrooke, BH
Hodson, Francis Wilford, Samuel Davis, HH
Wilson, James Prinsep had created their intellectual
marvels at the Asiatic Society,

The Society has been also a great repository of the
cultural heritage of the Country and the Society has
been engaged for the last more than 200 years in
disseminating the cultural heritage based on its
resources by way of acting as a great centre of
valuable manuscripts and other documents.

Institute of National Importance

The Asiatic Society was instrumental in setting up
different learned institutions and professional bodies
in the country including Archaeological Survey of
India, Geological Survey of India, Zoological
Survey of India, Botanical Survey of India, Indian
Museum, School of Tropical Medicine, University
of Calcutta and Indian Science Congress
Association as well as Indian National Science
Academy and so on.

In recognition of the Society’s importance and its
immense contribution in all fields of arts and
sciences, Government of India recognized the
Asiatic Society as an Institution of National
Importance by an Act of Parliament during its bi-
centenary year in 1984. With the enactment of the
Asiatic Society Act of 1984, the Government of
India took over the responsibility of providing the
required financial support for its maintenance and

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development in future. At present, the Society is
an Autonomous Organization under Ministry of
Culture, Government of India.

Governance

The Society is registered under Societies
Registration Act, 1860 (Regulations Act XXI of
1860). It is a members’ society. The Administration,
direction and management of affairs of the Society
are vested in a twenty members Council elected by
the members of the Society. Election is held every
two years. The learned Council members are
primarily experts of different academic disciplines.
Besides, there are four nominees of the Govt. of
India, one nominee of the Government of West
Bengal and one Representative of the Asiatic
Society Employees’ Union in the Council. The
Council meets mandatorily once a month. There are
several Statutory Committees which help the
Council in implementing its mission. However, in
August’ 2024, the Competent Authority of the
Central Government, in exercise of the powers
conferred under Sec 13(2) of the Asiatic Society
Act’ 1984, appointed an Administrator to take over
the management of the Asiatic Society for a period
of two years from the date of publication of the
said Notification in the Gazette of India or until
further orders. Upon such appointment, all persons
holding office as members of the Council, including
the President, were deemed to have vacated their
offices and all powers of the Council stand vested

in the Administrator appointed by the Central
Government. Also there is a Planning Board of the
Asiatic Society which advises it with respect to the
planning and implementation of the developmental
programmes of the Society. Similarly, a Standing
Financing Committee consisting of Central Govt,
State Govt and Council nominees to advise the
Council on all matters having financial implications.

The Journey continues ....

The basic thrust areas as identified by the Peer
Review Committee are being increasingly covered,
specially, emphasizing the rich heritage of Indian
culture and civilization. Special emphasis has been
put to modernize the conservation of valuable
books, documents, manuscripts etc through
digitization on the one hand and through networking
with the global academic communities on the other.
Another area of importance of the Society’s
activities has been to use more and more social
media network in order to reach out to a greater
number of people in this Country as well as abroad.

In her inaugural speech at the Bi-Centenary
Celebrations of the Society at Kolkata on 11®
January, 1984, Smt Indira Gandhi, the then Prime
Minister of India told, “Some Institutions reflect
history and some contribute to it. This Society has

done both.” Till now, the Society has been carrying
forward its programmes in all fronts for achieving
its targets such as library, museum, publication and
annual academic activities.

The year 2024-25 witnessed many changes and reforms in respect
to academic administration, financial publications and other
activities of the society.

The Asiatic Society Kolkata, established in 1784, continues to
uphold its foundational goals of promoting Asian studies, facilitating
research in the humanities and sciences and preserving invaluable
historical materials. The year 2024-25 witnessed a renewed thirst
on digitization, public engagement, and scholarly collaboration
further strengthening the Society’s national and global academic
footprint.

The Society functioned under the Council till August 2024.

From 23 August 2024, Ministry of Culture, Government of India,
appointed Administrator vide. Gazette Notification No. 31 dated
21.08.2024.

Research & Academic Contributions:

29 publications including 13 scholarly books and research papers
across disciplines, particularly in history, literature, philosophy and
dictionary came out.

Compilation of historical manuscripts with the goal of making them
accessible to scholars worldwide took place. Guest lectures by
esteemed academicians and historians from national and
international institutions were hosted.

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Successful conduction of approximately 29
workshops and symposiums to foster academic
discussions and encourage collaborative research
among scholars took place.

Library & Archival Enhancements:

Major strides were made in the digitisation of rare
manuscripts and archival material, making them
accessible through an online repository to public is
under process.

Expansion of the library catalogue incorporating
newly acquired books and periodicals was made.

Restoration efforts on fragile historical documents,
ensuring their usage or future generations had taken
place.

Seminars, Conferences & Exhibitions:

A series of exhibitions displaying rare manuscripts,
historical artifacts, and archival photographs was
successfully launched.

Cultural events that bridged the gap between
historical studies and public engagement were
organized

Financial Overview:

Financial report, highlighting the budgetary
allocations, revenue streams, and expenditures
incurred during the year is shown annexure. Key
financial insights included.

Revenue Sources:

Government grants, membership fees and revenue
generated from publications.

Expenditures included maintenance of archival
facilities, digitization initiatives, salaries for
researchers and staff, event coordination, and
infrastructure upgrades.

Surplus & Deficit Analysis:

Financial projections indicate a steady increase in
funding, allowing for ambitious expansion plans in

the coming year. To ensure financial sustainability,
discussions were held with officials of Ministry of
Culture, Government of India regarding sponsorship
opportunities, and increasing Society membership.

Key Achievements & Milestones:

The Society recorded major
accomplishments during the year: Manuscript
Digitization Project. The completion of a large-scale
digitization initiative saw the archival preservation
of rare manuscripts, allowing scholars across the
globe to access valuable historical resources online
by digital mode.

Formal collaborations with global research
institutions, including universities in Europe, the
United States, and Southeast Asia, were established.
Scholars from around the world contributed to
cross-disciplinary studies, merging archaeology,
literature, and socio-cultural analysis.

The Society is in the process of successfully
launching an interactive online repository, providing
access to historical texts, manuscripts, and
publications, benefiting researchers, students, and
history enthusiasts.

Challenges Faced by the Society:

While the Society experienced substantial growth,
several challenges were highlighted during
discussions:

e Limited funding: Despite successful
fundraising efforts, expanding digitization
projects and restoration initiatives require
substantial financial support.

® Resource Constraints: The lack of trained
personnel in manuscripts restoration
presents a hurdle in preserving fragile
documents.

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® Outreach Limitations: Efforts to engage
younger generations remain a key focus, as
digital engagement strategies require further
refinement. Any solution on this by
members will be a welcome step.

® Secking sponsorships and private funding
for research projects.

e Training initiatives for new endeavours.

® Expanding public engagement programs
through digital forums and social media
outreach.

Future Strategic Plans:

The Society has ambitious goals for the next year,
aiming to expand its research, outreach, and
preservation activities. These plans include:

® Expansion of Research Grants.

e Initiating new grants for studies on India’s
literary, philosophical, and cultural
traditions.

e Encouraging interdisciplinary studies
bridging, science, and art.
Preservation & Restoration Projects:

Organizing educational festivals to increase
community participation.

Launching mentorship programs for students and
young researchers.

The Hindi Cell has picked up regular activities and
has also organized the Hindi Pakhwada, Hindi
Karmashala and other programmes at the Society.

To conclude, let me once again reiterate that during
the period being covered in this Annual Address,
The Asiatic Society has been able to keep pace with
its expected performance and has also been able to
firmly gear up to undertake multiple academic
activities in the coming months. The Members and
Employees of the Society have always extended
their full cooperation in successfully implementing
all these programmes. Last but not the least the
Ministry of Culture, Government of India has
always extended their overall support for all
academic activities of the Society. I thank you for
taking your valuable time to attain this AGM.

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he Asiatic Society is known to the world mostly because of its

publications of high academic standard. Just after four years of
its inception the Society started its publication in 1788 with the
publication of Asiatick Researches. In the words of Sir William Jones,
“If now it be asked, what are the intended objects of our inquiries
within these spacious limits, we answer, MAN and NATURE;
whatever is performed by the one, or produced by the other.”
Following its objectives, the Society has been publishing original and
noteworthy books and articles to maintain its glory and high academic
standard as in the past.

The Society publishes books in different series, viz., Bibliotheca
Indica, Monograph, Seminar & Public Lecture, Catalogues &
Bibliographical Works etc. and some under Miscellaneous
publications. The Asiatic Society also brings out periodicals (Journal
& Monthly Bulletin) and booklets on different occasions.

During this period (01.04.2024 — 31.03.2025) 13 books, two issues
of the Journal of the Asiatic Society (including a special issue on
225th Birth Anniversary of James Prinsep), 9 issues of Monthly
Bulletin of The Asiatic Society, one issue of Information of The Asiatic
Society and four booklets have been published.

The Asiatic Society participated in the International Kolkata Book
Fair 2025. A total of 68 titles of Society’s publications were gifted to
the Library of Raj Bhavan, Kolkata for display. Social media platforms
of the Society are used regularly to showcase our publications. Liaison
with booksellers, academic institutions, libraries etc. has also been
made.

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Library

he Library of the Asiatic Society, with its rich history

spanning over two hundred forty years, stands as the most
vital aspect of the Society. It boasts an extensive collection of
books, journals, manuscripts, and artifacts dedicated to Oriental
Studies. The Library’s value is not just in its sheer volume but
in its exceptional and rare content. It holds more than 1,34,894
books and 1,09,158 bound journal volumes in various languages,
including European, Sino-Tibetan, Russian, South Asian, Persian,
Urdu, Arabic, Pali, Prakrit, Bengali, Sanskrit, and other Indian
languages. The Society’s library provides bibliographic and
documentation services to scholars engaged in research across a
wide range of disciplines from India and abroad. The reading
room, stocked with books, periodicals, and microfiche, is open
to visitors Monday to Friday, from 9:45 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., and
on Saturdays from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. The Library also offers
services via email. Additionally, readers can access the
computerized index of articles published in the Journal of the
Asiatic Society.

Activities during the period:

® The Library remained open to readers and scholars both
from India and abroad for a total of 295 days, serving
4,742 visitors throughout the year.

A total of 515 books were accessioned, and
711 books across various languages & subjects
were processed and added to the collection.

The Library subscribed to 89 issues of
journals, while also receiving 99 journal
issues through exchange and 44 issues as
gifts during the period.

The library served 4,742 readers, issuing
1,771 books and receiving 1,168 books back
from readers.

A generous donation of 423 books was
received as gift from authors and eminent
scholars.

Reference services related to books,
microfiche and manuscripts were provided
upon request via email, ensuring that
scholars and readers received the necessary
assistance.

Digitization:

The digitization programme for the Society’s rich
collection of manuscripts is in progress. Under the
in-house digitization programme, a total of 221
manuscripts (36,051 pages) were digitized during
the period. During the same period, a total of 4,568
manuscripts (2,03,560 pages) digitized by the
outsourced agency were checked and rechecked,
leading to the completion of the first phase of
manuscript digitization. All the manuscripts from
the Government Collection, comprising 11,528
manuscripts (5,72,890 pages), were digitized in this
phase, along with the creation of their metadata.

Digital Archive:

The Society is currently engaged in customizing
and upgrading its DSpace-based digital archive
platform. At present, digitized manuscripts,
materials from the microfiche collection, and books
are available on the internal server. Verified scanned
documents are being progressively uploaded to the
archive, resulting in a steady expansion of the
digital collection.

Library Automation:

As part of its ongoing library automation initiative,
the Society is in the process of implementing Koha
as its Library Management Software. The
bibliographical records maintained in the erstwhile
library management system are also being migrated
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and converted to the Koha platform.

Physical Stock Verification of Library
Books:

The physical verification work commenced in
September 2019 with the introduction of barcoding
of books. As on 31st March 2025, a total of 53,541
print books had been verified.

Collection Development:

Procurement of books and journals, in accordance
with the budget provisions, has been completed. For
the selection of titles by members, research scholars,
and staff, catalogues from renowned publishing
houses were consulted.

Manuscript Resource Centre (ASK
MRO):

A Manuscript Resource Centre of the Asiatic
Society (ASK-MRC) has been re-established based
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on a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) signed
between the Indira Gandhi National Centre for the
Arts (IGNCA), New Delhi, & National Mission for
Manuscripts (NMM) and The Asiatic Society,
Kolkata. The Librarian of the Society, serves as the
Project Coordinator of the Centre and one (01)
Scholar-MRC has been engaged on a purely
temporary basis to assist in the execution of the
tasks and operations related to the Centre. Till 31st
October 2024, the ASK-MRC has successfully
uploaded 32 Manus-Data to the official portal of
the National Mission for Manuscripts (NMM),
thereby actively contributing to the national effort
of disseminating India’s manuscript heritage.

Museum

he Museum of the Asiatic Society is a

repository of priceless and unique collections
of manuscripts in diverse languages and scripts.
Over the years, the Society has published a
substantial number of catalogues—both descriptive
and tabular—which stand as significant
contributions to the study and research of
manuscripts. The manuscript collection is extensive
and varied, encompassing most Indian languages
and scripts. The Museum presently houses 51,022
manuscripts, classified under several collections,
including the Indian Museum Collection,
Government Collection, Society Collection, New
Society Collection, R. K. Dev Collection, Hodgson
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Collection, Islamic Collection. Some of the oldest
and rarest manuscripts preserved in the Museum
include the Kubjikamatam of the 7th century C.E.,
written in Gupta Brahmi script; MaitreyavyakaraGa
of the 10th century C.E.; Kalachakravatara of
Abhyankara Gupta dated 1125 C.E.; and
Samputitika of 1025 C.E., among several others.

In addition to manuscripts, the Museum and
Manuscript Section also houses old coins in various
metals, copper plate inscriptions, and 78 valuable
oil paintings, predominantly portraits. Many of
these paintings were created by renowned artists
such as Robert Home, Joshua Reynolds, Guido, and
the Daniell duo. Notable works include Cleopatra,
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A Ghat at Benaras, Cupid Asleep on the Cloud,
Warren Hastings, John De Witt, Wellesley, Infant
Christ, Ruins of Mahabalipuram, and Woman Taken
in Adultery. Besides, a collection of Bengal School
paintings by eminent artists such as Jamini Roy,
Sunayani Devi, Annada Munshi, Basant Ranjan
Ganguly etc. is also housed in the Society. The
Museum also contains an important collection of
sculptures and metal objects of considerable
historical value. Among the rare pieces are a 12th-
century stone sculpture of Brahma carved from
black basalt, an 11th-century black basalt image of
Vishnu, a brass statue of Dhurm Raja (currently in
Bhutan) from 1864, and an Ashokan Rock Edict in
early Brahmi script and Prakrit language dating
back to 250 B.C.E.

A significant number of survey maps prepared by
British surveyors during the 18th and 19th centuries
are also preserved in the Museum. These maps offer
valuable insights into the socio-political, economic,
and cultural transformations of India during that
period. Furthermore, the Museum safeguards a large
collection of old correspondences of eminent
personalities, lithographs dated back to 1787 and
rare books, some dating back to 1784, the year
immediately following the establishment of the
Society.

External members were engaged in the
process among which manuscripts, rare
books and paintings were primarily taken
into consideration. A total of 1031 objects
have been verified up to 23.08.2024.

Manuscript Conservation Centre
(ASK MCCO):

On the basis of the MoU signed between IGNCA,
New Delhi and The Asiatic Society, Kolkata a
Manuscript Conservation Centre was established
named Asiatic Society Kolkata Manuscript
Conservation Centre (ASK MCC). The Curator of
the Society serves as the Project Coordinator of the
Centre. In addition, one (01) Senior Conservator
and two (02) Conservators were engaged on a
purely temporary basis. A conservation laboratory
was also established under ASK-MCC.
Conservation of manuscripts has been started in the
newly formed conservation laboratory and
preventive conservation of 32624 folios and
curative conservation of 4496 folios were done upto
07.10.2024.

he Conservation Laboratory of the Asiatic

Society plays a vital role in preserving and
restoring rare books, manuscripts, plates, maps, and
related materials. The division undertakes highly
technical work, carried out with precision to prevent
any form of damage. Its skilled and professionally
trained staff are proficient in performing a wide
range of conservation treatments on bound
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materials, including medieval manuscripts and old
and rare books.

Reprography

eprography refers to the reproduction of
graphics and documents through mechanical

or electronic processes, such as photography and
xerography. The Reprography Section of the Asiatic
Society is responsible for photocopying,
digitization, and general photographic services.

The work carried out by the section during the
reporting period is outlined below:

aspects, etc., if any, are reported through inspection reportsl CAG’s
audit reports separately.

Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule 7): ¥ 1.02 crore

The above head was overstated by ¥ 10.12 lakh due to inclusion
of provision for Children Education Allowance (CEA). As per
office Memorandum no. A4-27012/02/20 17-Estt.(AL) dated
17.07.2018 issued by the Department of Personnel and Training,
Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pensions, the
reimbursement of CEA and hostel subsidy will be done just only
once in a financial year after completion of the financial year.
Thus, the 1i ability for payment of CEA arises only in the
financial year 2025-26. The liability for payment was not
incurred during the financial year 2024-25 as the expenditure
did not pertain to the financial year 2024-25. Thus, this has
resulted in overstatement of the ‘Current Liabilities and
Provisions’ (Schedule 7) and understatement of the ° Capital
Fund’ (Schedule I) by ¥ 10.12 lakh.

Accounting Policies

The Society had wrongly valued the cost of inventories by
applying a multiplying factor of 2.5 on the amount mentioned
in the proforma invoice, instead of the prescribed valuation of
the inventories in Accounting Standard 2 and the prescribed
format of accounts, which stipulates that the inventories of
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finished goods are required to be valued at
the lower of cost and net realizable value
(NRV).

General

The Society had wrongly treated the
revenue nature of grants of I 4.65 lakh in
purchase of the Library Books and Journals
(included under fixed assets) without having
explicit approval from the Ministry.

Society mentioned that as per Memorandum
of Understanding (2024-25) between the
Society and the Ministry of Culture, funds
for procuring library books and journals
were allocated under the budget heads °
Grants-in-aid - General’ based on the
Budget Estimates 2024-25. However, no
documentary evidence was provided to audit
in support of above claim.

The Society had booked credit balance of
X 5.69 lakh as ‘Advance for Seminar (credit
balance), in the ledger of the ‘Current
Assets’ head without proper reconciliation
since 2017.

Expenditure, Advance and Transfer (EAT)
Module of the Public Finance Management
System (PFMS) in respect of the Society
had shown an amount of ¥ 2.86 crore as
unspent balance as on 31 March 2025,
whereas from the utilization certificate
(GFR 12A), it was noticed that the same
was I 49.95 lakh as on 31 March 2025.
Further, from the bank certificate of the
grants account (Account No.: 1
0959203687), it was noticed that the closing
balance as on 31 March 2025 is ¥ 2.24
crore. This needs reconciliation.

The Society had booked an amount of
12.73 lakh, as the closing balance under the
‘Earmarked Fund’ (Schedule 3(b)), with the
corresponding representation in the Assets
side as ¥ 23.17 lakh (X 10 lakh as
‘Investment from Earmarked/ Endowment

Funds’ (Schedule 9) and X 3.17 lakh as bank
balance in SBI NMM Account (Account

discrepancy of ¥ 10.44 lakh, which is not
in line with the prescribed format of
accounts, which stipulated that the closing
balances of the Earmarked Funds needs to
be exactly represented with the bank
balances, investments in the Assets side.
This needs to be reconciled.

Despite mention in the previous years’ Audit
Report, and the Society having assured to
take necessary action in the matter, the
Society had shown an amount of ¥ 1.49 lakh
as fund balance offour Earmarked Funds
(S1. No.4, 5, 7 and 8) under the head
‘Earmarked/ Endowment Funds’ (Schedule
3) which were inoperative for more than
eight years. This needs to be reviewed.

The Society did not disclose the demand
amount of X 17.05 lakh, raised by the EPFO
in December 2023, regarding penal damages
under Section 14B and interest under
Section 7Q of the EPF Act on the delayed
remittance of EPF contributions, to the
‘Notes on Accounts', as Contingent
Liabilities, which is not in line with the
prescribed format of accounts.

The Society booked an amount of ¥ 1.64
lakh and ¥ 4.17 lakh pertaining to the
Security Deposits (Liability) and Earnest
Money under the head ‘Current Liabilities
and Provisions' (Schedule 7), which
remained unclaimed for more than seven
years. This needs to be reviewed.

The Society needs to review the following
old outstanding advances booked under the
head ‘Current Assets, Loans & Advances
etc. © (Schedule 11):

a) An amount of 326.35 lakh as ‘Advance
for NER Programme’, lying unadjusted
from 2017-18.

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b) An amount of ¥ 19.26 lakh paid to
vendors for journal subscriptions under
the head ‘Advance payment to Journal
Subscription’, lying unadjusted for
more than seven years.

Despite mention in the previous year’s
Audit Report, and the Society having
assured to take necessary action for
unadjusted advances, the Society has
not reviewed the same.

¢) An amount of ¥ 22.49 lakh as ‘Rent
Receivable’, lying unadjusted since
2017-18.

d) ¥ 18.24 lakh as ‘Subscription
Receivables’, related to the members
both defaulted and membership
removed (X 14.71 lakh) and deceased
members (X 3.53 lakh).

e) An amount of I4.28 crore paid to
CPWD remain unadjusted since 2017-
18.

The Society had incorrectly adjusted an
amount of ¥1.05 lakh received from the
National Institute of Disaster Management
for conducting a seminar, with it’s
corresponding expenses under the head °
Other Administrative Expenses’ (Schedule
21), instead of booking the same in the
Income side separately.

The Society had incorrectly adjusted
accrued interest on premature closure of FD
of Endowment Funds amounting to ¥1.04
lakh as ‘Prior Period Adjustment’, instead
of directly crediting the same to the
respective Endowment Funds, in
contravention to the prescribed format of
accounts.

Despite similar observations having been
highlighted in the previous years’ Audit
Report, the Society did not take necessary
steps in the following cases:

a) Despite being pointed out in previous
years, the Society has not made
provisions for retirement benefits on
actuarial valuation basis in respect of
eligible employees, which is not in line
with the Accounting Standard 15
issued by ICAI. This will have
significant impact on capital fund and
liabilities. Further, the Society is
required to give detailed disclosure in
notes to accounts regarding retirement
benefits as per AS IS.

b) An amount on ¥ 0.36 lakh was shown
against ‘Sundry Debtors’. This
amount, being more than three years
old, needs to be reviewed.

c) Despite provisions under the
prescribed format of accounts, the
Society had not maintained separate
bank accounts for ‘Earmarked!
Endowment Funds’.

The Society incorrectly booked income
from the sale of publications under Schedule
16

(Income from royalty, publication), instead
of Schedule 12 (Income from Sales/
Services), as per the prescribed Format of
Accounts, which stipulates that if publishing
books and journals constitute a major
activity of the entity, such income should
be classified under Schedule 12.

The Society, did not adhere to the Receipts
and Payments Rules 2022 (Rule 14(5)),
which mandates digital! electronic
payments, paid advances in cash amounting
to I14.43 lakh to staffs and withdraws cash
amounting to ¥17.94 lakh were made from
Grants Account.

The Society did not disclose 423 Books, 44
Journals and 99 Journals through exchange
in it’s Notes on Accounts.
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D. Management Letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in this
Separate Audit Report have been brought to the
notice of the management through a Management
Letter issued separately for remedial/corrective
action.

E. Assessment of Internal Controls
5.1 Adequacy oflntemal Control System:

Internal Control System is inadequate in the
following areas:

a) The Society’S responses to CAG Audit
Paras have been ineffective, with no
corrective action taken despite PAC’s
observation/recommendations. Based on
PAC’s recommendation/observations, no
disclosures were made in Books of
Accounts in case of EPF Para and Bonus
related issues.

b) Cheque protectors are not being used by the
Society

c¢) The Society does not have a centralized
purchasing department.

d) Society does not maintain a Petty
Cashllmprest Register.

5.2 Adequacy oflntemal Audit System:

The Internal Audit system of the Society is
inadequate due to the following reasons:

a) The Society does not have an established
Internal Audit Department.

b) The Society does not possess an Internal
Audit Manual to guide internal audit
procedures.

During the financial year
2024-25, it received grants amounting to I27.27
crore (Revenue Grant: I27.15 crore; Swachhta
Action Plan: %0.02 crore and Capital Grant: 30.10
crore). Out of the total grants so available, it utilized
grants of ¥26.72 crore (Capital Expenditure: %0.10
crore, Revenue Expenditure: ¥26.60 crore and
Swachhta Action Plan: ¥0.02 crore), resulting in an
unspent balance 0.55 crore under Revenue (Salary)
head (0.50 crore) and Revenue (General) head
(0.05 crore- which was expended for purchase of
Library Books and Journals, capital nature of
expenditure) (Please refer Para No. 4.1), as at 31
March 2025.

Since payment was made in FY
2025-26 for expenses pertaining to FY 2024-25,
and claims were received before finalizing
accounts, liability was correctly booked in FY
2024-25 following accrual basis of accounting.
This treatment aligns with accounting principles
and DoPT’s order, ensuring expenses are matched
with the relevant period.

The payment of Children Education Allowance
(CEA) was made in the financial year 2025-26,
whereas the liability for outstanding expenses was
booked in the financial year 2024-25. This is
because the tuition fees pertain to FY 2024-25,
were paid by employees during that year, and
furthermore, their claims for reimbursement of
CEA were also received by the office before
finalizing the accounts.

This accounting treatment aligns with the accrual
basis of accounting, which recognizes expenses
when they become due, regardless of payment
timing, ensuring that expenses are matched with
the relevant period.

DoPT order specifies payment of CEA allowance
in the subsequent financial year for the previous
academic year. However, it does not explicitly
address the accounting treatment for outstanding
expenses in the current year. Hence, the payment
is in accordance with the DoPT order.

The Society had wrongly treated the
revenue nature of grants of Rs.4.65 lakh
in purchase of the Library Books and
Journals (included under fixed assets)
without having explicit approval from the
Ministry. Society mentioned that as per
Memorandum of Understanding (2024-25)
between the Society and the Ministry of
Culture, funds for procuring library books
and journals were allocated under the
budget heads ' Grants-in-aid- General' based
on the Budget Estimates 2024-25. However,
no documentary evidence was provided to
audit in support of above claim.

As per the Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
for 2024-25 between the Society and the Ministry
of Culture, funds were allocated for procuring
library books and journals under the budget head
'Grants-in-aid - General' based on the Budget
Estimates 2024-25.

The procurement of library books and journals
(Rs. 4,65,093) has been treated as capital
expenditure and capitalized under fixed assets, in
accordance with relevant accounting principles.
The funds were utilized under Budget Head 'GIA-
General', as allocated by the Ministry.

As stated in the MoU (F. No. 20-11/2024-A&A,
dated 3rd December 2024), Serial No. 6 in
Annexure-A clearly indicates that the purchase
of books, journal subscriptions, and library
infrastructure development falls under the activity
head 'Library Development', which is categorized
under the Budget Head 'GIA-General' in the
activity-wise expenditure Reporting Format for
FY 2024-25 (Serial No. II (7). The MoU was
submitted to Audit for reference.

3.2

The Society had booked credit balance of
% 5.69 lakh as ‘Advance for Seminar (credit
balance)’ in the ledger of the ‘Current
Assets’ head without proper reconciliation
since 2017.

The “Advance for Seminar” ledger, typically
classified under current assets with a debit
balance, was created to record advance payments
to staff and departmental canteen for various
academic events of the Society. Initially, the
ledger had a debit balance with the first

transaction of Rs.15,500 on April 25, 2017.
However, from December 19, 2017, the ledger
balance turned negative, reflecting a credit
balance of Rs.1,16,660, and has remained so, with
a negative balance of Rs.5,69,743 as of March
31, 2025.

The discrepancy may be due to erroneous
adjustments made through this ledger instead of
the appropriate ledger in previous years. However,
the “Advance for Seminar” ledger will be
thoroughly scrutinized, and necessary corrective
action will be taken accordingly.

3.3

Expenditure, Advance and Transfer
(EAT)Module of the Public Management
Finance Management System (PFMS) in
respect of the Society had shown an
amount of Rs.2.86 crore as unspent balance
as on 31 March 2025, whereas from the
utilization certificate (GFR 12A), it was
noticed that the same was Rs.49.95 lakh as
on 31 March 2025. Further, from the bank
certificate of the grants account (Account
No.:10959203687), it was noticed that the
closing balance as on 31 March 2025
is Rs.2.24 crore. This needs reconciliation.

The PFMS Utilization Certificate (UC) for FY
2024-25 was pending finalization during the audit
due to incomplete entries on the PFMS portal.
Certain payments, such as electricity bills,
telephone bills, employer’s contribution to EPF
and NPS, couldn’t be facilitated through PFMS.
After updating the EAT statement with these
entries for 2024-25, the UC was generated
through the PFMS portal and submitted to the
Ministry of Culture in Q2 of FY 2025-26, as per
grant-in-aid compliance requirements.

The Utilization Certificate (Form GFR 12A) for
2024-25, generated through the PFMS portal,
indicates utilization of Rs.26.77 crore out of the
Grants-in-Aid of Rs.27.27 crore received from the
Ministry of Culture. This leaves an unspent
balance of Rs.49.95 lakh. The certificate, along
with a forwarding letter to the Director, Ministry
of Culture, had already been submitted to Audit.

The differential amount of Rs. 1.74 crore
represents the excess over the actual unspent
balance of Grants-in-Aid as on March 31, 2025,
available in the Society’s bank account
(10959203687), arising from accumulation of
receipts other than grants over the years.

This account also handles publication sales
transactions via POS machines. The differential
amount of Rs.4.97 lakhs (X 13.17 lakhs - ¥ 8.20
lakhs) represents accumulated publication sales
receipts, separate from the earmarked funds’
principal value, causing the difference.

Acting upon the letter dated 25.01.2023 of the
Ministry of Culture, the Council, in its meeting
held on 31.01.2023 vide resolution to agenda item
no. 8 decided that for the existing EPF
subscribers, the employer’s share of contribution
to the EPF account of the employees will be paid
@ 12% (Twelve percent) of EPF Wages
(comprising Basic Pay + D.A.) applying the EPF
Wage Limit of ¥ 15,000/- (Rupees Fifteen
thousand) per month in terms of the existing
provisions prescribed in Para 29(1) and 26A(2)
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respectively of the EPF Scheme, 1952 and for its
implementation with immediate effect. Office
Order No. 38 dated 06.02.2023 has been issued
to this effect. Subsequently, the Asiatic Society’s
Employees Union has filed a Writ Petition (WPA
No.6229 dated 14.03.2023) before the Hon’ble
High Court of Calcutta against implementation
of the said office order. The payment / remittance
of EPF contributions for the months of February
2023 (due date: 15.3.2023) onwards have been
kept pending arising out of the legal intervention.

The Hon’ble High Court at Calcutta passed an
interim order on 04.10.2023 (Item No.5 Court
No0.550) on the Writ Petition No. WPA 6229 of
2023, putting a stay on the directions of the
Ministry of Culture communicated to the Society
vide letter dated 25.01.2023 and implementation
of the Society’s Office Order No. 38 dated
06.02.2023 (refer para no. 22 of the Court’s order)
and that the stay shall remain effect till January
2024 (refer para no. 22 of the Court’s order). Vide
order dated 30.01.2024 of the Hon’ble Court, the
Interim Order passed on 04.10.2023 was extended
till 30.06.2024. The interim order was further
extended in several phases, the last one being till
28" July, 2025 vide Court’s Order dated
16.05.2025. To honour the order of the Hon’ble
Court, the payment / remittance of EPF
contributions which was kept on hold from the
month of February 2023 onwards have been
released / remitted to EPFO till the wage month
of October 2023 on 08.11.2023 and thereafter
contributions have been made till the wage month
of June 2025 calculated at the previous rates of
12% on Actual Basic Pay + D.A. (EPF Wages).

The Society received a Notice from the EPFO
towards Demands for Penal Damages u/s 14B for
delay in payment of EPF contributions for wage
month Feb to Sept 2023 (totaling Rs.17.05 lakh)
Vide letter dated 04.12.2023, the EPFO was
requested to withdraw the demands since the
matter was sub-judice. The EPFO did not
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withdraw the demands and served Hearing Notice
for hearing on 15.01.2024 & 12.02.2023
[Proceedings u/s 14B & 7Q]. The Govt. Counsel
advised for filing a supplementary affidavit on
this issue and EPFO has been communicated
accordingly vide letter dated 08.02.2024. The
supplementary affidavit has been filed on
01.03.2024. The matter is sub-judice, pending
before the Hon’ble High Court at Calcutta and is
presently at the hearing stage.

We will make necessary disclosures in the books
of accounts in subsequent years in compliance
with CAG audit observations, and take
appropriate action based on the case outcome.

The Society booked an amount of ¥1.64
lakh and ¥4.17 lakh pertaining to the
Security Deposits (Liability) and Earnest
Money under the head ‘Current Liabilities
and Provisions’ (Schedule 7), which
remained unclaimed for more than seven
years. This needs to be reviewed.

The matter will be reviewed, and necessary steps
will be taken after verifying the documents and
validity of these deposits. If the amounts are
confirmed to be no longer claimable, they will
be adjusted against the Capital Fund, as suggested
by Audit during SAR Audit (2024-25) of the
Society, to ensure accurate representation of
current liabilities and the capital fund.

The Society needs to review the following
old outstanding advances booked under the
head ‘Current Assets, Loans & Advances
etc.” (Schedule 11):

An amount of Rs.26.35 lakh as ‘Advance
for NER Programme’, lying unadjusted
from 2017-18.

An amount of ¥19.26 lakh paid to vendors
for journal subscriptions under the head
‘Advance payment to Journal Subscription’,
lying unadjusted for more than seven years.
Despite mention in the previous year’s Audit
Report, and the Society having assured to
take necessary action for unadjusted
advances, the Society has not reviewed the
same.

a) The carry-forward balance of I 26.35 lakh
under “Advance for NER Programme” lying
unadjusted from 2017-18 will be reviewed to
reconcile and settle these long pending advances
and necessary action will be taken accordingly.

b) The Library Section has been intimated to
verify records of journal receipts against
unadjusted advances, and necessary adjustments
will be made upon receipt of their report. A letter
(No. 174 dated June 13, 2024) was issued to the
Librarian, seeking an Action Taken Report on
settling pending advances. A copy of the letter
was submitted to Audit.

An amount of ¥ 22.49 lakh as ‘Rent
Receivable’, lying unadjusted since 2017-
18.

< 18.24 lakh as ‘Subscription Receivables’,
related to the members both defaulted and
membership removed (X 14.71 lakh) and
deceased members (X 3.53 lakh).

An amount of ¥ 4.28 crore paid to CPWD
remain unadjusted since 2017-18.

¢) As of March 31, 2025, outstanding rent totaling
< 21.10 lakh is receivable from M/s National
Textile Corporation Ltd (NTC), pending for over
25 years. Out of this, ¥ 7.35 lakh pertains to
periods prior to FY 2017-18. The Minutes of the
meeting held with the NTC officials submitted
to Audit. Due to old records, the tenant-wise
break-up for the remaining balance of ¥ 15.14
lakh (prior to FY 2017-18) is not readily
available. Efforts will be made to provide the
necessary details in subsequent audits for
reconciliation.

d) We acknowledge the outstanding subscription
receivables of ¥ 18.24 lakh, comprising X 14.71
lakh from defaulted/removed members
(Regulation 32) and ¥ 3.53 lakh from deceased
members. To clear these outstanding amounts, we
will initiate the necessary write-off procedures
in the subsequent year, subject to approval from
the competent authority. This will ensure accurate
reflection of subscription receivable in our
financial statements.

e) The Society has been determinedly following
up with CPWD for the settlement of the pending
capital advance amounting to I 4.28 crore and
submission of Utilization Certificate (Form 65).
Relevant communications submitted to Audit.
Some works are currently under execution by
CPWD against the pending unadjusted capital
advance.

The Society had incorrectly adjusted an
amount of ¥ 1.05 lakh received from the
National  Institute of  Disaster
Management for conducting a seminar, with
it’s corresponding expenses under the head
‘Other Administrative Expenses’ (Schedule
21), instead of booking the same in the
Income side separately.

We agree with the audit observation regarding
the accounting treatment of ¥1.05 lakh received
from the National Institute of Disaster
Management for conducting a 3- days training
programme on the ‘Development of Disaster
Management plans for Library and Archives’ in
collaboration with the Asiatic Society, Kolkata
held from 17" to 19" December 2024. NIDM
contributed a sum of X 1.05 lakh for the aforesaid
programme. The amount was inadvertently
adjusted against Other Administrative Expenses
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(Ledger A/c : Seminar/Workshop/Lecture A/c)
under Schedule 21 instead of being recognized
as income under Schedule 14 of I&E Account.
To ensure accurate financial reporting, we will
treat collaborators’ contributions as income and
to be presented separately in the Income &
Expenditure Account as income from
Collaborators’ Contributions in the subsequent
years.

3.10

The Society had incorrectly adjusted
accrued interest on premature closure of FD
of Endowment Funds amounting to ¥1.04
lakh as ‘Prior Period Adjustment’, instead
of directly crediting the same to the
respective Endowment Funds, in
contravention to the prescribed format of
accounts.

Accrued interest of ¥1,04,067 was booked for the
FD against Earmarked Funds (not Endowment
Funds) in FY 2024-25. No premature closure of
FD was made against these funds (Earmarked
Funds).

Despite similar observations having been
highlighted in the previous years’ Audit
Report, the Society did not take necessary
steps in the following cases:

Despite being pointed out in previous years,
the Society has not made provisions for

a) Retirement benefits, comprising Gratuity and
Leave Encashment, are accounted for on a cash
basis and provided for in the annual budget.
Accordingly, no provision for these benefits has
been made in the 2024-25 financial statements.
As the Society is fully funded by the Government
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retirement benefits on actuarial valuation
basis in respect of eligible employees, which
is not in line with the Accounting Standard
15 issued by ICAI. This will have
significant impact on capital fund and
liabilities. Further, the Society is required
to give detailed disclosures in notes to
accounts regarding retirement benefits as
per AS 15.

The Society did not disclose 423 Books, 44
Journals and 99 Journals through exchange
in it’s ‘Notes on Accounts.

Due to the absence of a reliable method to
determine the acquisition cost, the gifted books
have been excluded from fixed assets in the
accounts. Henceforth, necessary disclosures will
be made in the Society’s annual accounts,
detailing the number of gifted books/journals and
their respective printed prices.

Society does not maintain a Petty Cash/
Imprest Register.

¢) The Society doesn’t have a designated Purchase
Officer or department. Instead, the Administration
Section consolidates, and processes purchase
requisitions from various departments. With the
implementation of the Government e-Marketplace
(GeM) platform effective March 28, 2024, our
procurement process has been streamlined, and
most goods and services are now procured
through GeM.

d) We acknowledge that the Society does not
maintain a petty cash/imprest register. However,
all transactions are accounted for in the main cash
book/general ledger, and expenses are properly
vouched and recorded. We ensure that all financial
transactions, including small-value purchases, are
properly documented and accounted for in
accordance with our accounting policies. Given
the limited number of cash transactions, a separate
petty cash book or imprest register is not
maintained, ensuring efficient record-keeping.

The Society does not have an established
Internal Audit Department.

The Society does not possess an Internal
Audit Manual to guide internal audit
procedures.

Current Liabilities and Provisions
(Schedule 7): 1.02 crore

The Society did not include the Security
Deposits received in respect of to the work
orders for the supply of online journals
amounting to Rs.1.07 lakh for the financial
year 2024-25 in its Books of Accounts. This
resulted in both the understatement of the
‘Current Liabilities and Provisions’
(Schedule 7) as well as the ‘Current Assets,
Loans and Advances’ (Schedule 11) by
Rs.1.07 lakh.

During FY 2024-25, the Society did not issue any
work order for the supply of online journals
amounting to Rs.1.07 lakh. However, Purchase
Order No. 0791 dated 07.08.2024 was issued to
M/s New Delhi Publishers for the supply of print
issues of Sage publications’ journals, valued at
Rs. 2,88,975.00.

As per the agreement, a security deposit of Rs.
29,000 (10% of the purchase order) was kept in
the form of a Fixed Deposit (Certificate No.
011976799) issued by Punjab National Bank.

Notably, Sage Publishers provides online journals
free of cost along with the print issues, and access
to online journals is limited to the office campus
only via [P network.

Fixed Assets (Schedule 8): Rs.20.13 crore

The Society did not include the value of
online journals amounting to Rs.1.47 lakh
received during the financial year 2024-25
(in February 2025 and March 2025), under
the head ‘Library Books and Journals’ of
the’ Fixed Assets’ (Schedule 8), in
contravention to the prescribed format of
accounts. This resulted in both the
understatement of the ‘Fixed Assets’
(Schedule 8) as well as the ‘Capital Fund
‘(Schedule 1) and did not charge the
depreciation amounting to Rs.0.29 lakh (@
20% of 1.47 lakh).

During FY 2024-25, the Society received print
issues of journals valued at Rs. 2,64,934.23 from
M/s New Delhi Publishers (Bill No: NDP/JR/
2024/767, Bill Date: 29.08.2024, Bill Amount:
Rs.2, 88,975.00 and Society’s Purchase Order No:
0791, Purchase Order Date: 07.08.2024 & Name
of Publishers: Sage). Although the entire amount
should have been capitalized under ‘Library
Books & Journals’, only Rs. 1,17,000.00 was
accounted for as fixed assets, and depreciation
was charged accordingly.

We acknowledge the audit observation regarding
the omission of journals valued at Rs. 1,47,934.23
received in February 2025 and March 2025,
which were not capitalized during FY 2024-25.
We will rectify this in FY 2025-26 by capitalizing
the additional journals amounting to Rs.
1,47,934.23, charging depreciation at 20%, and
utilizing the capital fund.

Depreciation (Schedule 8) Rs.20.13 crore

The above head was understated by an
amount of 30.29 lakh (@20% of %1.47
lakh), due non charging of depreciation on
the received online journals valuing I1.47
lakh during the financial year 2024-25. This
resulted in understatement of the Deficit
(being the Excess of Expenditure over
Income), by %0.29 lakh.

We acknowledge the audit observation regarding
the non-charging of depreciation on the journals
received valued at ¥ 1,47,934.23 (Bill No. NDP/
JR/2024/767 dated 29.08.2024, under Purchase
Order No. 0791 dated 07.08.2024 with Sage
Publishers) during the year 2024-25.

The print issues of journals valued ¥1,47,934.23
were received in February 2025 and March 2025
but not capitalized in FY 2024-25. We will rectify
this on FY 2025-26 by:

1. Capitalizing the additional journals
amounting to I 1,47,934.23

2. Charging depreciation at 20%
Utilizing the capital fund.

Interest Earned (Schedule 17): 0.02 crore

The above head was overstated by an
amount of Rs.1 lakh (30.62 lakh + 0.37
lakh), due to wrong booking of the interest
income pertaining to Term Deposit Receipts
and Savings Bank Accounts in respect of
Earmarked/ Endowment Funds. This
resulted in understatement of the Deficit
(being the Excess of Expenditure over
Income),by X1 lakh.

During FY 2024-25, interest earned on term
deposits against seven earmarked funds (SI. No.
2,3,4,5,7, and 8 in Schedule 3(b)) amounting
to Rs. 61,972.00 was not credited to the respective
funds due to the following:

1. Non-perpetual nature of the funds.

2. Absence of administrative charges for
maintaining those accounts.

As per audit observations, we will adopt the
recommended accounting treatment in subsequent
years, crediting interest income directly to the
respective earmarked funds under Schedule 3,
aligning with the Uniform Format of Accounts
for Central Autonomous Bodies.

A separate bank account (State Bank of India
Current Account No. 34390718284) is maintained
for the following earmarked funds:

1. Manuscripts Resource Centre (ASK-MRC
- SI. No. 1 in Schedule 3(b).

2. Manuscripts Conservation Centre (ASK-
MCC) - SIL. No. 9 in Schedule 3(b).

During FY 2024-25, interest earned on the savings
account (State Bank of India Foreign Grant
Account No. 10959204761) amounted to
< 37,216.00. This account was opened to receive
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foreign grants for the endowment fund titled
‘Foreign Donation-Japan.

The bank interest wasn’t credited to the fund
account, as the corresponding term deposit
interest is annually credited [(Schedule 3(C)].
Instead, the savings account interest is treated as
the Society’s interest income.

1. Accounting Convention

The financial statements of accounts are prepared under historical cost convention, in accordance
with the applicable Accounting Standards in India and on the accrual method of accounting,
unless otherwise stated.
